Access Statement for the Old Saw Barn

Introduction

The Old Saw Barn is a self-catering barn conversion on our working farm; it was completed in the Spring of 2007. It has been graded under the VisitBritain assessment scheme and was awarded 4* in May 2007. We have tried to give as much information as possible in this statement, but please contact us if you have any queries, we are happy to help and look forward to welcoming you. 

This access statement is available on our website and in the 'Welcome Information' folder in the cottage and is available in different font sizes upon request.
Pre-Arrival 
Written directions to the Old Saw Barn are on the website and they can be emailed or posted too. There are no regular public transport links to/from the farm or the close vicinity. The closest bus and train station is Evesham or Pershore – it is approximately 4 miles to Evesham and 5 miles to Pershore. The closest mobility shop is in Evesham. 

Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 

There are three designated parking spaces available with level access to the cottage. There is a step into the barn. A movement sensor light lights the car park at night. 
Main Entrance & General Information 

Guests are met on their arrival and keys are handed over. Additional keys are available on request. All guests are given a familiarisation tour of the cottage.
The front door opens into the main lounge, and the kitchen, dining area and utility room are on the ground floor. On the living room dresser there is the 'Welcome Information' folder, which has all the details about the cottage and surrounding areas.
Dining/Kitchen/Living area

The main living space is open plan with plastered walls, exposed beams and brickwork. There is one 3 seater sofa, one 2 seater sofa and a leather armchair, all of which are moveable. There is a TV/DVD with a remote control and access to Teletext. A Freeview box and CD player are also available.
The kitchen is L-shaped. The fridge has a separate freezer compartment. The Rangemaster is electric and is at base unit height. The grill door pulls down and the oven door opens outwards. Above the hob is an extractor unit. There is a microwave on the work surface. Crockery, glasses and cups are located in the base kitchen units. Pots and pans are also located in the base units.
Laundry 
There is a standard size, front loading washer and separate dryer provided in the utility room at base unit height
Bedroom 1 

There is a wooden framed king size bed. All bedding is cotton or polycotton with non feather pillows and quilt. There are two separate reading lights available on each side of the bed. 
Bedroom 2 

There are two wooden framed single beds, one of which has one side against a wall. All bedding is cotton or polycotton with non feather pillows and quilt. There are two separate reading lights available on each side of the bed.

Bedroom 3

There is a black iron framed king size bed. All bedding is cotton or polycotton with non feather pillows and quilt. There are two separate reading lights available on each side of the bed. 
Bedroom 4

There is a wooden framed single size bed. This bedroom is small and one side of the bed is against the wall. All bedding is cotton or polycotton with non feather pillows and quilt. There is one reading light available on one side of the bed. 

Bathroom
The bathroom has a bath with shower over, WC and hand basin.
The bath is 49cm high and has holding rails inset into the bath sides. There is a shower curtain and a wall mounted heated towel rail.

Grounds and Gardens 

There is patio area with garden furniture with seating for 8 persons. A BBQ is available for guests. The garden surrounds the barn, and there is a small stream at the bottom with a bridge for vehicular access. There is a clothesline and a trampoline with surrounding net. 


Additional Information 

· The welcome Information folder is available in size 14 font upon request. 

· Mobile phone reception varies from network to network. There is a phone available in the cottage upon request. In an emergency, you should come to the farmhouse – there is a phone in the boiler room that can be used in an emergency.

· There are fire alarms throughout the Old Saw Barn, which conform to Health and Safety regulations.

· The Old Saw Barn is strictly non-smoking. 

· There is a wood-burning stove.

· There are many electric fences around the farm.

· Children must be supervised at all times – especially in the farmyard and on farm.

· Visitors may only enter the working farmyard with the prior agreement of Mr or Mrs Righton.

· Visitors should beware of the beehives behind cattle-sheds.

· Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times, outside the garden of the Old Saw Barn.
